Technical 
requirements

Stage space required: 
7m x 7m, Smooth flat playing surface and a 
central anchor point at 5m minimum above 
the centre of the performance space.  
Extra Props: 1 table medium size 
1smoke machine 
Sound: An audio system with speakers 
suitable for the performance location 
(theater, hall or outside). 
The company supplies: 
 1 laptop computer with audio software

Setup time: 2 hours

Strike time:  45 minutes 

Lights:  If the show is indoors or outside 

in the nightime.

Back lights: 4 PAR LED RGBW

Side lights: 

4 PAR 62 and 2 PAR LED RGBW 

Front Lights: 4PC 1KW opposite +1PAR61
